We are seeking well-organized, dynamic workshops that address one or more of the following:  elements of program and relationship quality; connections between research and practice; evidence-based best practices; positioning mentoring programs for the future; innovative ideas with applications for the mentoring field; and issues of change/growth in the mentoring field.

· Proposals must specifically apply to adult-to-youth or cross-age youth mentoring and meet the learning needs of one or more of the primary conference audiences: new or experienced mentor program staff, educators, youth workers and community supporters. 
· Workshops are scheduled for 90 minutes, so please plan a presentation that can adequately cover your topic in that time frame; it is also possible to design a longer (3 hour) presentation that can be offered in two parts.  
· Number of participants per workshop ranges widely, from 10-50.  
· Past conference participants have indicated that they strongly value opportunities for interactive learning and discussion with presenters, so consider how you might incorporate these methods into your workshop.
